2. Letter of apology to injured student, assistant, 
teacher, bus driver or other "injured" person. 

3. A igned to consequence unit during clubs for 1, 2, 
or 3 weeks. (often, it is untill tters are written & fine 
paid but it can be for longer) 

4. Research and write a report n a topic related to 
their vocational goal or a law (destroying property, 
steallng, like the one they broke at Hopper etc.) and 
the consequence of breaking that law in the juvenile 
or the adult court system.
