Mentor-A-Class

The PBS team at Parkside Elementary started the 2009-2010 school year by reviewing last year’s SWIS data reports.  We concluded that we would like to see the amount of referrals decrease.  After discussing numerous ideas, we decided that having a mentor program might be the best way to have a positive effect on our student’s behavior.  This program proved to be effective, insightful, and have a positive impact on each student who participated.  

Mentors were randomly assigned to a classroom.  The mentors consisted of every member of our school who did not have a full time homeroom; this includes our related arts teachers.  The classroom teachers were asked to pick two students that were struggling with following the classroom and/or school expectations.  
Once the two students were selected the mentor and teacher met to set up a time that would accommodate everyone’s schedule.  Most mentors met with their students once a day for about 10 minutes.  They would review the classroom and school expectations with the students and together they would come up with a goal for the student to work on and rewards for achieving the goal.  As the mentor talked with his/her students they would document what was discussed and the goals the student created.    All mentors kept data to track student’s progress during the time with the students.  
Every other week the mentors and teachers would meet together to discuss the students progress.  The mentor would share the notes he or she took at each of the meetings.  If significant progress was being made then new students would be selected to meet with the mentor.  This continued throughout the entire school year.  The results showed that the mentor program was working and our referral numbers showed a significant decline.  

During our last PBS meeting we discussed the positives and negatives of the program and what we can do to make it more successful next school year.  With the feedback we received from each of the grade levels we know that our program will be even more successful next year.
