PBS Tier 2 Groups Implementation and Progress Monitoring 

Tier 2 Target Group Selection:
Based on referral data collected in 2008-2009 and staff recommendation 4th grade students were identified that would benefit from development of social skills in the school setting and on the bus. 
As the 2009-2010 school year progressed several students were added to the groups based on referrals and staff recommendations.
Groups: Ladybugs and Dragonflies

Ladybugs: The girls were selected and participated in group lessons for approximately the last 6 weeks of the 2008-09 school year. The teacher / mentor is a 5th grade teacher. Ms. Melton wanted to develop a relationship with the girls before they moved up to the 5th grade for the next school year.

Dragonflies: Spring of 2009, the boys were identified however the implementation of meeting and social skills training did not begin till August 2009.

Teachers:

Ladybugs: Ms. Melton

Dragonflies: Mr. Zapata and Coach Brett

Purpose

The Ladybugs and Dragonflies met once per week to improve social interactions skills with peers and adults within the school community.

Lessons

During weekly meetings the students will be taught social skills that will improve their quality of interactions with others in the school setting and on the bus.

The students along with the staff who are familiar with the specific students will assist in identifying the specific skills that need improvement.
The teacher/ mentor will keep lesson plans, attendance and assit in monitoring progress.

Progress Monitoring

The homeroom teacher will complete a behavior checklist on each student.

The checklist will be completed every grading period to monitor progress.

Minor and Major referrals will also be reviewed as part of the progress monitoring monthly.
Results:

Monthly monitoring of referrals and information from the school staff indicated that most students were improving significantly. As the staff observed behaviors with the students that were of a concern, the information was shared with the PBS team and the group leaders. If needed a more individual plan or environmental adjustments were implemented for the student to ensure success socially in the school community.

End of the year data for the 2009-2010 school year indicate that there are fewer 4th grade students who will require an intensive program. Therefore, the PBS committee has determined the focus of the Ladybugs and Dragonflies for the 2010-2011 school year will change slightly. The social skill focus will center on peer relationships, dealing with peer conflicts and giving service to the school and the community.

Data does however indicate that there is a need for 5-6 4th grade boys who continue to benefit from more intensive social skill training and mentoring on a regular basis.
Both groups of students will continue to use resources of Skill Steaming the Elementary School Child.
