Sitting in seat, jumping
and down

Standing when bus |
in motion, getting out
of seat to speak to a
friend

Whispering, talking to
person next to you

Yelling to a student
many seats away,
screaming to friends
outside window

Picking up trash when
asked, using an
assigned seat if
necessary

Continue to yell after
being asked to stop,
throwing trash outside
the window

Hands in laps, feet
directly in front of you

Kicking the seat in
front of you, hitting a
student’s head

Have students role play examples/non example of desired behavior.

Plan for Rewarding Appropriate Behavior:
Students will receive a token when they demonstrate the desired expectation.
