Sample Lesson Plan for Expectations
Expectation—Responsibility
Definition

Responsibility-to show accountability for one’s own actions and words, to know and follow classroom and school rules and expectations.

Examples 
Only YOU can control YOU

Taking care of materials that belong to you, your school, teachers and others

Completing class work and homework in a neat and timely fashion
Taking pride in your accomplishments and the accomplishments of others
Controlling actions and accepting outcomes
Non Examples
Destroying the property of others
Taking things that do not belong to you
Being unprepared for school

Activities to enhance concepts

Have students write and then share and role-play examples that they developed for what being respectful looks like.
Activities to Check for Understanding
Present examples and non-examples.  Have students identify the examples.  Examples and non-examples can be presented in pictures or in writing.  Apply appropriate expectation to WALKS, LUNCH, and PLAY.
