Pelican Marsh is  establishing a Positive Behavior Support plan. We have chosen to focus on the expectations of Safety, Respect and Responsibility. We will have universal behavioral expectations that will address the cafeteria, recess and campus walking and have developed lessons to teach these expectations to our students. 

All students will be expected to know voice levels 0-3. This will allow for uniformity throughout the campus and grade levels. The voice levels to be taught are as follows:

Level 0- No talking, quiet working, reading, line walking, etc.
Level 1- Quiet voices to be used in pairs, small groups and cafeteria conversation.
Level 2- Classroom response and presentation, a voice that is loud and clear enough for your class to hear when asking questions or speaking in a group setting.

Level 3- Outside voice to be used during recess play, p.e. or other outdoor setting.

All students will be expected to travel around campus in a quiet, controlled line and when entering or exiting classes, cafeteria and assemblies. Please establish rules for lining up, line order and walking with your class.

We also have several suggested areas you may want to address with your students. Remember, you cannot assume students know what your expectations are unless you teach them.

How to work in a whole group setting, ask questions or respond to others.

How to work in small groups and centers, move about the room during rotation.
How and when they are to get drinks or go to the restroom.

How and when they are to sharpen pencils or get papers and supplies.

How to behave when an adult comes to your room.

Creating this environment will not only help you create a well run classroom, it also helps develop rules, routines and continuity for your students.
